A Practitioner’s Guide to The Principles of 
COVID-19 Vaccine Communications

1. Work within worldviews, identities and moral values. 

2. Use timing to the best advantage. 

3. Use the right messengers for the audience. 

4. Make the content concrete, supply a narrative and provide value. 

5. Recognize that communities have different relationships with 
vaccination. 

6. Reinforce positive behaviors. 

7. Evoke the right emotions. 

8. Be explicit and transparent about motivations.
